361/2022 pastreaza aceleasi domenii aplicabile conform Directivei WB (de
exemplu, achizitii publice, servicii financiare, siguranta si conformitatea produselor, sanatatea
publica, protectia consumatorilor, protectia vietii private si a datelor cu caracter personal si
securitatea retelelor si a sistemelor informatice etc.), dar extinde normele legale aplicabile Tn aceste
domenii, a caror incalcari pot fi raportate in baza legislatiei privind protectia avertizorilor de
integritate. Lista completa a tuturor normelor legale (la nivel comunitar si local) a caror incélcari pot
fi raportate se gaseste in Anexa 2 la Legea nr. 361/2022

4. Este acceptata raportarea anonima?
Da, raportarea anonima este acceptata in temeiul legislatiei romane.

O raportare anonima va fi luatad in considerare daca include suficiente informatii cu privire la
incalcarea legii pentru a permite Syngenta sa evalueze si sa rezolve raportarea.

In cazul in care raportarea nu contine informatiile de mai sus, Syngenta poate solicita persoanei
care raporteaza (avertizorului in interes public) sa furnizeze informatiile lipsa. In conformitate cu
Legea nr. 361/2022, in cazul in care informatiile lipsa nu sunt furnizate in termen de 15 zile de la
solicitare, raportarea poate fi clasata.

Diferente in procesarea raportarilor (deadline-uri)

Nu exista abateri de la Directiva WB in acest sens.

Posibilitatea de a clasa raportarea interna
In conformitate cu Legea 361/2022, Syngenta poate clasa raportarea in urmétoarele cazuri:

d) Raportarea vizeaza o incalcare minora, care nu necesita masuri subsecvente.

Numele si datele de contact ale autoritatilor competente

National specific WB Offences that may be reported, besides those listed in
the WB Directive

Please be informed that the national law that transposes the WB Directive at local level,
namely the Law no. 361/2022 on the protection of whistleblowers in the public interest (the
“Law no. 361/2022”) broadens the scope of WB Offences established under the WB Directive.

Specifically, the Law no. 361/2022 maintains the same applicable areas as the WB Directive
(e.g., public procurement, financial services, product safety and compliance, public health,
consumer protection, protection of privacy and personal data, and security of network and
information systems etc.), but extends the legal norms applicable in these areas whose
breaches may be reported under the whistleblowing law. The full list of all legal norms (at EU
and local level) whose breaches may be reported are found in Annex 2 of the Law no.
361/2022

Is anonymous reporting accepted?
Yes, the anonymous reporting is accepted under the Romanian law.

An anonymous reporting will be considered if it includes sufficient information regarding the
breach of law to allow Syngenta to assess and solve the report.

Mandatory content of reports

According to the Law no. 361/2022, the report should include at least the following information:
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(vi) the name, surname and contact details of the reporting person (unless the report is
anonymous);

(vii)the professional context in which the reported information has been obtained;
(viii)  the person concerned (if known);

(ix) the description of the facts likely to constitute a breach of law and, as the case may be,
the evidence that supports the report;

(x) the date and signature (unless the report is anonymous).

In case the report does not contain the above information, Syngenta may ask the reporting
person to provide the missing information. According to the Law no. 361/2022, in case the
missing information is not provided within 15 days from the request, the investigation of the
report may be closed.

Differences in processing reports (i.e., timing)

No deviations from the WB Directive.

Possibility to close the investigation of a report

According to the Law 361/2022, Syngenta may close the investigation of the report in the
following cases:

e) in case the report does not provide the information required by the national law (please
find this information at question 2.6. above) and the missing information has not been
provided by the reporting person within 15 calendar days from the request or

f) the reporting person is anonymous and the report does not contain sufficient information
to assess whether a breach of law has occurred, and supplementary information has not
been provided within 15 calendar days from the request.

g) Anew report has been submitted, having the same object with a previous report that has
been already resolved.

h) The report concerns a minor breach that does not require follow-up actions.

Name and contact details of designated authorities

Where the special national laws do not indicate a specific authority responsible for receiving
and solving the reports (e.g., the National Authority for Consumer Protection, the Financial
Supervision Authority, the National Supervisory Authority for Personal Data Processing etc.)
the reports should be submitted with the National Integrity Agency (the “NIA”).

The online reporting to the NIA may be done online, via this platform Avertizori in interes public
(integritate.eu), or by using the email address avertizari@integritate.eu, or by post or physical
submission at the NIA premises.
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
